2002: Lyndsay Report highlights the infection of 100ôs of haemophiliacs 

with HIV & Hepatitis C as a result of the contamination.

2002: The National Centre for Hereditary Coagulation Disorders

was opened in Dublin in 2002.

Dr. Barry White, Director of the NCHCD, identified the need 

for comprehensive and fully traceable supply chain

from distribution centre to patient. 

2004: Discussions with GS1 Ireland began. 

2006: Full track & trace pilot takes place.
